We currently serve about 100,000 meals a year between our Bend
and Redmond campuses.
We serve up to 10 families and 112 single residents at any given
time at our Bend Campus, and 31 single adults in Redmond. 

This last year, we were able to serve 1,016 different people,
including 78 families.

Housing Navigation: Guidance in finding and securing stable,
long-term housing.
Life Skil ls Training: Workshops on financial l iteracy, budgeting,
and other essential skil ls.
Access to Healthcare: Connections to medical,  dental,  and
mental health services through partnerships with local
providers.
